The Silicon Valley billionaire has funnelled $1.25millio= to the Seasteading Institute, an organisation that aspires to
launch a fl=ating colony into international waters, freeing them and like-minded think=rs to live by libertarian ideals.

Mr Thiel recently told Details magazine: 'The U=ited States Constitution had things you could do at the beginning that
you=couldn't do later. So the question is, can you go back to the beginning of=things? How do you start over?'

Mr Theil, the venture cap=talist who famously helped Facebook expand beyond the Harvard campus, call=d Seasteading
an 'open frontier for experimenting with new ideas for gover=ment’.

A=ter making his first investment in the project in 2008, Mr Thiel said: 'De=ades from now, those looking back at the
start of the century will underst=nd that Seasteading was an obvious step towards encouraging the developmen= of
more efficient, practical public sector models around the world.

"We're a= a fascinating juncture: the nature of government is about to change at a =ery fundamental level.'
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'Big ideas start as weird ideas," Mr Friedman said.
He predicted t=at full-time settlement will follow in about seven years.
But while some Ayn Rand a=olytes may think the idea is brilliant, it's not without its critics.

Margaret Cra=ford, an expert on urban planning and a professor of architecture at Berke=ey, told Details: 'it's a silly idea
without any urban-planning implicatio=s whatsoever.'
