iPhone=X can do WIFI calling. With AT&T, I needed to call AT&T and ask them to turn off WIFI 
calling and then reboot your phone and then re-enable wifi calling in the iPhone settings. This worked like a =champ for 
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me. To see if its working, pull down from the right side of =the notch so you can see airplane mode and display 
brightness and stuff =like that (control center maybe?). Here you will see the old AT&T =Wi-Fi telling you that you are 
using calling over wifi. =nbsp; 

2) apple instructions.. 

Make a call with =i-Fi Calling 

With Wi-Fi Calling, you can make or receive a phone call if you have a Wi-Fi connection in an 
area with little or no cellular coverage. Learn how to make a voice call using Wi-Fi Calling. 

To use =i-Fi Calling, you need an iPhone 5c or later on a supported carrier. 

Place Wi-Fi calls from your =Phone 

Turn on Wi-Fi calling in Settings > Phone > Wi-Fi Calling. You might =need to enter or confirm 
your address for emergency services.* 

If Wi-Fi Calling is available, you'll see Wi-Fi after =our carrier name in the status bar. Then your 
calls will use Wi-Fi Calling. 

*When cellular =ervice is available, your iPhone uses it for emergency calls. If you turned on Wi-
Fi Calling and cellular service isn't available, emergency calls might use Wi-Fi calling. Your =device's location may be used 
to aid response efforts when you place an =emergency call, regardless of whether you enable Location =ervices. 

Add a device 

Make sure =hat the device you want to add has the latest version of software. Then =ollow 
these steps: 

1. On your iPhone, go to Settings > Phone and turn on =i-Fi Calling, then turn on Calls on 
Other Devices. 

2. Tap Add Wi-Fi Calling For Other Devices. 
3. On your other devices, sign in to iCloud and FaceTime =ith the same Apple ID and 

password that you use on your iPhone. 
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4. Turn on Wi-Fi Calling: 

• On your iPad or iPod touch, go to Settings > FaceTime =gt; Calls from iPhone and 
tap Upgrade to Wi-Fi Calling. 

• On your Mac, open FaceTime and choose FaceTime > =references > Settings and 
select Calls From iPhone > Upgrade to Wi-Fi =alling. 

5. When a six-digit code appears, enter it on your iPhone =nd tap Allow. 

On Apple =atch, Wi-Fi Calling turns on when Calls on Other Devices is =nabled. 

If you =an't add a device, check these items: 

• On your iPhone, make sure that Wi-Fi Calling and Allow =alts on Other Devices are on, 
and that your device appears under Allow Calls =n. 

• Make sure that you're using the same Apple ID for =acelime and iCloud on your iPhone 
and your other device. 

Make and receive Wi-Fi calls =rom another device 

If your carrier supports Wi-Fi Calling on iCloud-connected =evices, you can also make and 
receive Wi-Fi calls on other =evices. 

Wi-Fi Calling isn't available on Mac =ro (Mid 2012). 

Make sure that you're signed in =o iCloud and FaceTime with the same Apple ID that you use on 
your iPhone. Also make sure that your devices =have the latest software. 

To place a Wi-Fi call from =our iPad, iPod touch, Apple Watch, or Mac, follow these =teps. 

Call from your iPad, iPod touch, or =ac 

1. If you haven't added your device yet—which allows =t to use Wi-Fi Calling—add it. 
2. Open FaceTime. 
3. Tap Audio. 
4. Enter a contact or phone number and tap . 

You can also place a call by tapping a phone number =n Contacts, Mail, Messages, Safari, and 
other apps. 
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Call from your Apple =atch 

1. Open the Phone app. 
2. Choose a contact. 
3. Tap. 
4. Select the phone number or FaceTime address that you want =o call. 

Remove a device 

If you =on't want to use Wi-Fi Calling from one of your devices, you can remove =t: 

1. On your iPhone, go to Settings > Phone > Calls on =ther devices. 
2. In the list of devices, turn off Wi-Fi Calling for the =evice that you want to remove. 

To turn off Wi-Fi Calling on your Apple Watch, go to =he Watch App on your iPhone, tap My 
Watch, tap Phone, then turn off Wi-H Calling. 

Get help 

If you =an't turn on or use Wi-Fi Calling, make sure that your carrier offers Wi-Fi Calling and that 
your devices have the latest software. Then, follow these steps if you can't turn on Wi-Fi Calling or make a Wi-Fi call. 
Wait two minutes =before you go from one step to the next. 

1. Go to Settings > Phone > Wi-Fi Calling and make =ure that Wi-Fi Calling is on. 
2. Restart your iPhone <httpslisupport.apple.com/kb/HT201559> . 
3. Connect to a different Wi-Fi network. Not all Wi-Fi =etworks work with Wi-Fi Calling. 
4. Turn Wi-Fi Calling off and then on again. 
S. Go to Settings > General > Reset and tap Reset =etwork Settings.
